All kneel as the procession passes. The people may follow the procession to the altar of repose.

The people then return to the church for the stripping of the altar. After the service, you are
invited to keep watch before the Blessed Sacrament at the Altar of Repose. Those staying for the
meal are asked to maintain silence. After an interval of about 30 minutes, Tenebrae will be sung.
